We always recommend
that these tips are tested on sample/scrap pieces of fabric first.

PRESSURE

Start with light to
medium foot pressure
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THREAD

For most applications,
particularly marine
canvas, a 92 sewing
thread is sufficient.
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TENSION
Reduce the thread

and bobbin tension

Many fabricators have

reported that 2 half turns/1
full turn on the top thread

tension dial is enough of a

reduction, and that this is
often the only adjustment
necessary.

NEEDLE

Use a 125/20 or
120/19 needle for
best results

BOBBIN

Match bobbin tension to
upper thread tension
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STITCH

Medium/medium-long stitch
length can help (typically
between 6-8 on most dials)
